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The National Treasury (NT) has released the revised Preferential Procurement Regulations, which have been aligned with the aims of the Broad-based Black Economic Empowerment Act and its associated Codes of Good Practice. 

The attached document dated 9 June 2011 discusses the main changes contained in the revised regulations.

The new regulations become effective from 7 December 2011 to allow entities to become BEE rated.
